4. Type of Incident:  VBIED discovered in Lashkargah City

On 8August at 1830h a vehicle that was parked adjacent to a bus stop was cordoned by police and searched.  It was found to have 9 x 107mm BM12 HE Rockets and 5 x 122mm D30 rounds wired up inside the vehicle as a VBIED.  Intelligence collected by the police indicates that it was intended for use against the Governor of Hildman.  1 x AK47, 1 x VHF radio handset, 1 x Thuraya handset and files containing propaganda material against the government were also found in the vehicle.   15 people have been arrested in relation to this incident, including 3 senior Taliban leaders, whose names are yet to be released.  

No UN staff members were involved in the incident.
