Baghlan Province:  

· Night letters: On 31 Aug, a threat letter, allegedly from Taliban, addressed to the Education Department in Baghlan warns if Islamic Religious subjects are not included in the curriculum, Taliban will take action against that Department. Timeline is from September 4 to October 6.

· Gunmen on Election Campaign: On 31 Aug, UN Security received information that a group of gunmen, affiliated to Commander Jalal from Kinjan District are involved in campaign for Younus Qanuni in Dahni Gori district.
NORTHERN

BalkhProvince: 

· Factional tension: On 31 Aug, at 2200 hrs, fighting erupted over land dispute between Wahdat and Jamiat supporters South-West of Mazar City. No casualties reported. 10 policemen were deployed to monitor the cease-fire. 

· Armed robbery: On 31 Aug, UN Security received report that of the NFC drivers was robbed on 29 Aug by armed gang in Dawali Village in Chemtal District.
· Withdrawal of police: On 31 Aug, the MoI has decided not to pull out the Kabul police unit (170 policemen) from Mazar until the end of election. 

· Physical assault: On 31 Aug, at 0745 hrs, an IOM vehicle was stopped at  Darwazi Balkh by the brother of Mazar Governor who along with his four guards beat up the driver (international) and the site engineer who asked the reason of his driver’s beating.

Kandahar Province:

· Attack: On 31 Aug, at 0330 hrs, local sources reported that unknown insurgents attacked government armed men in their compound in Shorawak District Centre. Six government security personnel were reported killed. 

· AG Warnings: On 1 Sep, local sources reported that a group of 200 well trained insurgents, including Arabs, Chechens, Uzbeks, Pakistanis and Afghans has been deployed to Nangarhar, Kandahar and Balkh Provinces to attack the election process. Group is equipped with computers, explosive devices, remote control IEDs and magnetic bombs. They have been provided with false ID cards of international organizations, press and diplomatic missions. They aim is to enter conferences, seminars and others public gatherings and kill high profiled government officials and foreigners.

Report was not received in time.

EASTERN
Nangarhar Province

· Killing: On Aug 31, a press report indicated that Taliban Head in Nangarhar, Moulavi Noor Muhammad, was killed by his personal enemies. 

Kunar Province:

· Killing: On Aug 31, two staff members of Khogyani District Jail were killed in Pech Valley by armed masked men.  
CENTRAL 

Kabul Province:

· Suspicious substance: On 31 Aug, local security sources reported that a liquid substance (form of concentrated acid) has been brought to the Kabul City in a large quantity for unknown purpose.

· Suspected VBIED: On 31 Aug, no explosives were found in the suspected vehicle parked on the main road in the area of the German Embassy and CF compound, but a container of liquid was found in the septic truck. Bomb dogs and robot were used to detected the container but the identify of the liquid could not be identified. Security forces exploded the container on site.
