U.K. retrial for alleged Afghan warlord 

London, England, Nov. 25 (UPI) -- British prosecutors have confirmed an alleged Afghan warlord will face a retrial after jurors failed to reach a verdict, the BBC reported Thursday. 

Faryadi Sarwar Zardad is charged with kidnapping and torture between 1991 and 1996 in the Sarobi area of Afghanistan where he was said to be a warlord. There was much internal fighting at that time in the area, just outside the capital Kabul. 

Zardad was later found living in South London. He denies all the charges 

He is the first person to be tried under a British law that allows those suspected of torture to be tried regardless of where the alleged crimes occurred. 

The law was adopted in 1988 in line with the United Nations Convention Against Torture. 

The court has heard from witnesses testifying via a live video link from the British Embassy in Kabul who told of spending months chained in cellars being beaten by Zardad's men. 

One man testified his colleague was shot by Zardad for delivering flour to a rival faction. Before he fired his gun, the warlord reportedly said, "I like killing."
