Introduction to the G8...
G8 stands for group of eight nations.  It is an exclusive grouping of the political leaders of the world's eight most industrialised, wealthy and powerful States. (UK, USA, Canada, France, Germany, Russia, Italy and Japan)

It is not an institution, it has no constitution or charter, and it has no permanent headquarters. The G8 Summits are a time for the leaders of these states to network and build relationships. The co-ordination of these nations ensures that their interests dominate the world order, reinforcing private and corporate interests at the expense of the world’s poor.

G8 Summits have always been a focus for protests and counter summits. Summit protests have grown and strengthened, forcing the G8 Summits to more and more remote locations with ever increasing security costs. 
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Opposition to the G8 is as important as ever…

The G8 are responsible for war, torture, repression, poverty, & environmental damage on a grand scale. Working locally against the policies and practices of the G8 is essential but mass mobilisations are crucially important as a rallying call to the millions who oppose the G8 in their daily lives, a direct challenge to their ability to control movement and repress dissent and a chance to show our collective strength.
