Re: Forced Removal of Zeynep Kayran and her two children on flight TK1980 on 3rd May 2007

It has been brought to my attention that at 11.25am on Thursday 3rd May Zeynep Kayran is due to be deported against their will on your flight TK1980, together with her 10 year old daughter and 9 year old son. 
I am writing to urge you not to carry this family on your flight, as they are desparately scared of returning to Turkey and Zeynep has serious health problems. She suffers from back problems, depression and asthma. The family are due to be deported without Zeynep’s husband Ali, who is still in Britain. This would tear the family apart and deny them the right to a family life guaranteed under human rights law.
If forced to return to Turkey Zeynep and her family face persecution because they are Kurdish Alevis and have been involved in the struggle for Kurdish national self-determination. Nurhayet was an active member of HADEP, a political organisation fighting for national liberation for the Kurdish people. This organisation has been brutally repressed by the Turkish government, and the family fear for their lives if forced to return to Turkey. Zeynep spoke today from Yarls Wood removal centre and said, ‘I was forced to come to this country. In this country I wasn’t allowed a fair hearing. On 30th April 2007 I received a visit at 6.30am. The immigration harassed me when they came. My husband wasn’t with me. I haven’t got anyone in Turkey at all. I have psychological problems, I have asthma and back pain. The immigration wouldn’t listen to me, they just took me out of the house straight away. I don’t know what I’ve done to them to deserve this. I’m in a bad state right now, please help me’.
As a result of the terror they feel at their forced return to Turkey and their separation from the father of the family, the Kayran family will be in no fit state to fly without causing extreme hazard to their health and to the comfort and wellbeing of other passengers. For this reason I urge you to uphold the good name of Turkish Airlines and decline to carry the family on the grounds of fitness to fly and the wellbeing of other passengers.
