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SOME FACTS about Tennyson Hall, Forest Rd West, Radford, Nottingham. 
Tennyson Hall was built as Windley School in 1873. The school closed in 1973 and became a  community centre up until 2001. Now it has been left derelict for over 7 years. 
New Deal for Communities for Radford and Hyson Green (NDC) was given £55,000,000 in 1999 to make significant improvements to this area as it is classed as one of the most deprived in the country. It has a 10-year programme to achieve this.   
Nottingham City Council sold the leasehold to Tennyson Hall to NDC in 2002 for £125,000.
In 2007 NDC allocated £2,000,000 to make improvements and restore the building back to community usage. This was revised down to £1,000,000 in 2008.
NDC have funded 3 separate consultations regarding potential usage of the building. All of which recorded a youth and community centre as the resounding preferred options. 
What do we know about NDC PLANS for Tennyson Hall at present:
The most recent interim chief executive, Stephen Lord, is advising the NDC Board to SELL Tennyson Hall on the open market. The building has been valued at £250,000. Stephen Lord stated that no viable proposals exist for the building, contrary to the findings of their own consultations.   The £1,000,000 allocated for Tennyson Hall improvements is being recalled back into the main NDC programme.
If you are asking yourself why and what can I do? Here are some suggestions: 

PROTECT TENNYSON HALL. Share, post, copy this with as many people as possible.
Make yourself heard.!! Phone the NDC senior managers on 0115 9788553 and demand that NDC IMMEDIATELY STOP their intention to sell, and ask why they know better than the findings of their own consultations.
