I have read the personal letter below from Jean Mathurin Tadjiokeng,  - “My statement of the torture I have been through”

“To Whom It May Concern, I Jean Mathurin Tadjiokeng, came to England on 17 January 2002 running away from the authorities of my country Cameroon, because of my political opinions.

I sought asylum and have been refused in 2005, I never had a letter asking me to leave the country. I was left on the street without any support during this struggle to survive I met my partner Maria Walicka, who was very sportive and we both were in love and have a life together. We were living together for over two years and still in love.

I was called by police on 28th February 2009 and was later give to the Immigration Authorities by the police. I spend three months on immigration detention centre and I have been released on 21st April 2009 and asked to sign every month.

On 8th January 2010 I was arrested when I went to sign and taken to the immigration detention centre, I was given three removal orders, the third one was on 15th March 2010. Immigration officers came to take me from Dover Detention Centre at 22:30 to Luton Airport, they put me in a single room and started threaten me by saying, " Stay calm; we know who you are, you asked for asylum and we will deliver you to your country authorities"

I was stress and paranoid by thinking this is a setup between my country authorities and immigration, later on they came back and told me, "If you stay calm, we will help you to get out of your country airport with the help of Police Officers at the airport in your country". I refused the offer and told them that my life will be at high risk in that country and nobody can guarantee my safety in there. I refused to go in the plane and this is when they started beating me up. Six people jumped on me, kicked me, pushed me and I was helpless because of the handcuffs. I was chained on the plane seat. I was in terrible pain. I was screaming but now passenger came to help me, because the passengers were told that I am a criminal (This happen at Luton airport).

When we arrived in France they left me with French Police; where I was subjected to beating although I was harmless because of Handcuffs on me, they still beaten me and verbally abusing me. My arms and all my body was like been on fire. They put me in the plane in France in the same manner brutally and chained with the seat. I was crying because I was in terrible pain. When the passengers arrived I started shouting and asking them to help me by saying, "You need to help me as my life is at risk in Cameroon please help me. I am in danger of being killed in that country, please help me." I pleaded with them to help with tears in my eyes.

Passengers refused to travel with me, they took me to a single cell, I pleaded with the police to open the handcuffs little bit because it was too tight, I was in pain and my arms ere swelling. The police refused and left me for about two hours.

When they brought me back in Britain, I been taken to hospital for x-rays because my writs were swelling and my right leg was swelling and I wasn't able to walk properly. Till to date I am suffering with the pain and mentally feel stressed and traumatized for this ordeal.

I don't know what to do next, because I feel that I haven't been treated like human being and there is no body here, who can help me.

Therefore, I request you to help me get out of here and to safe my life; which is my basic human right.

Looking forward for your help in this regard.”

There is concern that the Home Office is returning vulnerable people to Cameroon when the documented experiences of those previously removed demonstrate that they have been subjected to further violence. Of even more concern is the undocumented disappearance of people forcibly returned from the UK. Jean Mathurin Tadjiokeng’s removal directions for the Charter Flight on 28th April 2010 show a callous disregard for the Human Rights of Jean.

I respectfully request Jean, Yves, is immediately released from detention and returned to his respective communities, and hiscases urgently reviewed with a view to granting refugee protection.
