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BETS ON FOR START OF WORLD WAR III

Blair and Bush are at it again. They’re getting ready to attack another deprived country because it supports ‘terrorism’. This was the pretext for the attack on Afghanistan which resulted in several thousand civilian casualties, the opening-up of a virtual civil war as rival tribal leaders vie to control the heroin trade that was all but stopped by the Taliban and the imposition of a puppet regime kept from falling apart by the presence of British and American troops.

Turkey’s involvement in this axis of evil is particularly ironic, considering that saving the Iraqi Kurds is one of the axis’s prime aims and yet the Turks deprive the Kurds within it’s  own borders from their language and political rights; it is even attempting to ethnically cleanse it’s lands of the Kurds by building huge Dams that will flood them out of their homes.

Clearly this axis of hypocrisy has to be challenged, and that’s where the citizens of the world have to play their role. We live in a country where the vote is unrepresentational and the media is controlled by millionaires who don’t even live here. We vote every couple of years for the best of the worst and people expect things to change. The time has come to demand an end to this farce. Why should we rely on politicians to represent us when we can represent ourselves? Politicians have failed, and they won’t be able to stop the war. We can also say with confidence that marching about waving party placards, herded around like sheep from one place to another by the police is not an effective way to stop these injustices.

When the political and economic system has failed you, it's time to bring your grievances to the street. Sitting at home writing letters and expecting change is ignoring history : Women gained the vote by direct action (smashing windows and generally making a nuisance of themselves); 'UK/Great Britain' became a ‘democracy’ by having a civil war in the 17th Century; and the (neo) Liberal Elite harp on about Ghandi in his struggle for an independent India, but he advocated burning down police stations and his visits to cities inevitably resulted in riots by the mass of the people.

Section 60

In the event that DAAWN is faced with Section 60 – which means the police pen protestors into small areas and keep them there keep the following points in mind:

1) The police have the power to search you for weapons (and dangerous instruments) and can detain you "for as long as necessary to carry out a search". 

2) They have no legal power to force you to give them your name and address or take your photograph. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES let them take your address, name or photograph. If they take a photo cover your face.
 
3) If you are asked to remove coats/jumpers etc, REFUSE OUTRIGHT. They have no legal power to search wallets, purses, inside small pockets etc. This is an S60 search, for weapons only. If they ask to search wallets, purses, inside small pockets etc, REFUSE OUTRIGHT.

The idea (as it is understood) is that activists plan and carry out as many ‘autonomous actions' (without leadership or central organisation) throughout London as    possible on Tuesday, May 1st. Actions such as street theatre will highlight poverty or environmental destruction which results from the monopolisation of power by the      multinational corporations which control our governments. By having no central organisation or leadership, activists reject the system (social authoritarianism/economic neo liberalism) which ensures that the rich get richer, and the poor get poorer by destroying our human rights and making us wage slaves whilst raping the environment and ruining our collective future. In addition, by rejecting authority ideologically as well as tactically we make cracking down on us far more difficult by the state.
