           “United States a Judeo-Christian country”

Dear People:

I was deeply offended by U.S. Secretary of State Colin Powell’s statement calling the “United States a Judeo Christian country”

First of all there is no such thing as a Judeo-Christian anything!

Christianity is Not an out growth of Judaism. In this age in which news has been superseded by propaganda and showmanship and education by brainwashing and indoctrination the dogmas of the ideologues have displaced the simple virtue of truth.

Since the end of the Second World War we have been bombarded from all sides with reference to the Western world’s “Judeo-Christian religion”, and “our Judeo-Christian heritage.”  We are told by both church leaders and scholars that our society is based on a supposed “Judeo-Christian tradition”.  Nothing could be further from the truth. 

Back in 1992 both Newsweek magazine and the Israeli Jerusalem Post newspaper simultaneously printed extensive articles scrutinizing the roots of the sacrosanct Judeo-Christian honeymoon.

The statement heading the Newsweek article read:  “Politicians appeal to a Judeo-Christian tradition, but religious scholars say it no longer exists.”  The Jerusalem Post article’s pull quote announced:  “Antisemitism is a direct result of the Church’s teachings, which Christians perhaps need to re-examine.” “For scholars of American religion,” Newsweek states, “the idea of a single Judeo-Christian tradition is a made-in-America myth that many of them no longer regard as valid.”  It quotes eminent Talmudic scholar Jacob Neusner: “Theologically and historically, there is no such thing as the Judeo-Christian tradition.  It’s a secular myth favoured by people who are not really believers themselves.” 

Newsweek cites authorities who indicate that “the idea of a common Judeo-Christian tradition first surfaced at the end of the 19th century but did not gain popular support until the 1940s, as part of an American reaction to Nazism…”and concludes that, “Since then, both Jewish and Christian scholars have come to recognize that – geopolitics apart – Judaism and Christianity are different, even rival religions.” 

The Jerusalem Post accused the Christian Church of being responsible for the Holocaust.  The French Jewish scholar Jules Isaac was quoted as saying:  “Without centuries of Christian catechism, preaching, and vituperation, the Hitlerian teachings, propaganda and vituperation would not have been possible.”  “The problem,” concludes the Jerusalem Post, “is not, as some assert, that certain Christian leaders deviated from Christian teachings and behaved in an un-Christian manner; it is the teachings themselves that are bent.”

Joshua Jehoud, a prominent French Jewish leader, observed in the late 1950s: “The current expression “Judaeo-Christian” is an error which has altered the course of universal history by the confusion it has sown in men’s minds, if by it one meant to understand the Jewish origin of Christianity … If the term “Judaeo-Christian” does point to a common origin, there is no doubt that it is a most dangerous idea.  It links in one breath two ideas which are completely irreconcileable, it seeks to demonstrate that there is no difference between day and night or hot and cold or black and white, and thus introduces a fatal element of confusion to a basis on which some, nevertheless, are endeavouring to construct a civilisation.”  (l’Antisemitisme Miroir du Monde pp. 135-6).

THE JEWS' GOD, Isn't the "Jewish" god the God of the Old Testament? Isn't this why we refer to the popular belief in Christ as the Judeo-Christian religion?

Rabbi Ben Zion Bokser wrote in "Judaism and the Christian Predicament" (New York: Alfred A. Knopf, 1967) p. 59:

"This is not an uncommon impression and one finds it sometimes among Jews as well as Christians - that Judaism is the religion of the Hebrew Bible. It is, of course, a fallacious impression. Judaism is not the religion of the Bible." 

Rabbi Moshe M. Maggal, wrote:

"...you will notice the great difference between the Jewish and Christian religions. But these are not all. We consider the two religions so different that one excludes the other. ...we emphasized that there is no such thing as a Judeo-Christian religion. There is not any similarity between the two concepts." [Rabbi Maggal (President, National Jewish Information Service) letter, 21 August 1961.]

So what is the nature of the "Jewish" god?

It is not the God of the Hebrew Bible as we have just seen by their own admission. They have no need of the concept of God as they have "killed off God" a long time ago, as James Yaffe comments:

And so it seems we must agree with Rabbi Richard Israel, who writes in Commentary's symposium on Jewish belief, 

"[The current discussion on] the Death of God will cause Jews to ask, `So what else is new?' The Jewish funeral was a much more private affair. We buried him quietly and in the middle of the night.'"[James Yaffe, "The American Jews" (New York: Random House, 1968), pg. 161]

James Yaffe's statement was a comment to a statement made by Rabbi Sherwin Wine of the Birmingham Temple:

"_the whole concept of God is outdated; Judaism can function perfectly well without it."

If the self-styled "Jews" have "killed off God", then what sort of "god" do they have? The Jewish God is the "Jew" as the Jewish Cabala (Kabbalah) puts it:

"The Jew is the living God, God incarnate: he is the heavenly man. The other men are earthly, of inferior race. They exist only to serve the Jew. They are the cattle seed."

In the following quote we begin to understand this "Jewish" idea of their "god" a little better as it is applied more directly to today:

"The Jewish people as a whole will be its own Messiah. It will attain world dominion by the dissolution of other races, by the abolition of frontiers, the annihilation of monarchy, and by the establishment of a world republic in which the Jews will everywhere exercise the privilege of citizenship. In this "new world order" the children of Israel will furnish all the leaders without encountering opposition. The Governments of the different peoples forming the world republic will fall without difficulty into the hands of the Jews. It will then be possible for the Jewish rulers to abolish private property, and everywhere to make use of the resources of the state. Thus will the promise of the Talmud be fulfilled, in which is said that when the Messianic time is come, the Jews will have all the property of the whole world in their hands."
Baruch Levy, Letter to Karl Marx, `La Revue de Paris', p. 574, June 1, 1928.

Who are these self-styled "Jews" then if they are not Israelites? One American Jew woke up to the lie after living in the Israeli occupational state in Palestine. He put it this way:

"The American people have been led to believe that Jews are "God's chosen people." This myth was started by a small group of Jews. A few Jewish leaders took excerpts from the Bible and interpreted them to mean that God designated them as "chosen people."

"Leading the cry, `We are God's Chosen People,' are the Zionist/Marxist (Ashkenazi) Jews who for political purposes chose Judaism and who don't have a drop of biblical Jewish blood in them. "The Judeo-Christian ethic we hear so much about in America is a big joke - the result of an intense Zionist propaganda campaign.

"I'll toss in one last thought about the `God's chosen people' myth: God said, `Beware of those who call themselves Jews and are not, for they lie.' Could it be the Ashkenazi Jews are the people to whom God was referring?"_Jack Bernstein, The Life of an American Jew in Racist Marxist Israel (California: The Noontide Press, 1984)

Dr. Gordon  Ginn, an American Christian scholar, made a very valid point when he noted:  “It is most interesting, indeed, that rabbis as well as Jewish scholars such as Mamlak and White agree with orthodox, historical Christianity that “Judeo-Christian” is a contradiction in terms, even though that truth is yet to be discovered by contemporary evangelical and fundamentalist Christians.” (Smyma, August, 1993).

Christianity and Judaism are two distinct religious inheritances, despite all the superficial attempts by modern scholars to manufacture a naive “Judeo-Christianity”  The very term “Judeo Christian” is a mischievous misnomer without historical or Scriptural validity.
