s reported in the last Whistle Blower Riverside and their subsidiary Community 7 intend to build 179 houses in the  Gilead St ar

ea of the 

New Deal zone and only 46 of these new builds will be for rent. Rumour has it that the 46 that are for rent will be earmarked fo

r crony te

n-

ants and homeowners who want to rent after their house has been demolished. Now if we look at the situation of the 640 houses in

 the Gla

d-

stone Road Royston Street area of the New Deal zone due for demolition we will see that there are at least 350 Housing Associati

on and 

private landlord tenants still living in this area. The Gilead St area is not much smaller than the Gladstone Road Roysto

n Street area. This 

means that  Riverside and Community 7 could build somewhere in the region of 250 to 300 new builds for sale,

 part ownership and for rent. 

If they stick to the same format as they will in the Gilead St area only one quarter of these new 

builds will be for rent, this works out to 

somewhere in the region of 70 to 80 houses. Who do you think will get these new build

s for rent? It’s quite obvious even to the most casual 

observer that most of these 70 for rent houses will go to homeowners who 

want to rent after their house is demolished and the few that are 

left will go to crony traitor tenants. This means that most of

 the 350 tenants in this area will be thrown out of the New Deal zone altogether. 

Where is the social justice in this state of affairs? This is social cleansing as never seen before in the UK. Housing Associati

ons such as Ri

v-

erside have deviated from their original remit, which was to help house the most vulnerable in our society and are now becoming 

so powe

r-

ful (22,000 properties in Merseyside alone) that they can actually influence government legislation. Riverside is now one of the

 most u

n-

democratically run Housing Associations in the UK, with only 3 hand picked crony tenants on a board of about 30 administrators. 

Precar

i-

ous times surely lay ahead for us tenants. Tenants must stand up to Riverside and C7 and say NO to social cleaning and gentrific

ation.
