· Armed clash: On 31 of Aug, at 1100 hrs, two people got wounded in a clash between two local Junbish Commanders in Hairatan City. The tension was defused by the delegation sent by Gen. Dostum.
WESTERN

Herat Province: 

· CF air activities: From 30 to 31 Aug, CF has increased air operations in Herat and Western Region.  
SOUTHERN

Kandahar Province:

· Killing: On 31 Aug, GSFP reported that a hermit of Kot Baba Shrine was killed by suffocation in Arghandab District. The motive of the murder is not known 

· Arrests: On 28 Aug, five suspected insurgents were arrested in Shkarpur Bazar. During the investigation they confessed that they had hidden ammunition in Arghandab District. The cache was later confiscated by local authorities.

· Arrest of WFP staff: On 31 Aug, NSD arrested two WFP local staff members (warehouse guards) who are suspected to have connection with insurgents. Investigations are going on.

Helmand Province:

· Ammunition & narcotic cache: On 31 Aug, GSFP reported that on 29 Aug CF and Kandahar police organized a cross provincial operation in Marja District. During the operation they captured the various types of weapons, ammunitions, narcotics and arrested several Afghan, Pakistani and Iranian Currencies.

Laghman Province:

· Hand grenade attack: On 31 Aug, an unidentified person threw a hand grenade at a PRT convoy on the Main Jalalabad-Mehterlam Road. Two soldiers and one Afghan national were injured. The vehicle was damaged. 
Kunar Province:

CF operations:  On 31 Aug, during the night, US Planes attacked Waradesh Village in Manogi District and dropping several bombs following an attack on the CF base in the area. Six people were reported killed and 11 injured. A staff member of INGO (DACAAR) was among the injured. More than eight houses, including the DACCAR sub-office, were destroyed.
CENTRAL 

Kabul Province:

· Arrest: On 29 Aug, an unconfirmed report indicates that ISAF apprehended a suspicious man at Kabul airport, after finding traces explosives on his hands. The man was later handed over to Afghan authorities. 

· Explosive confiscation: On 30 Aug,.  NSD raided a house in Khairabad Village in Chahar Asyab District and confiscated 600 kg of explosives and detonators. It is suspected that the explosives were supposed to be brought into Kabul. Three people were arrested. 
· AP mines defused: On 30 Aug, District Security discovered and neutralized 12 AP mines, two of which were ready to go off in Kabul District 16.
· Suspected VBIED: On 31 Aug, 1045 hrs, because of a suspected vehicle, parked on the main road in front of German Embassy and CF Compound, ISAF and CFC-A forces cordoned off the main road and restricted the traffic movement. The vehicle was searched and nothing was found in it. The road was cleared at 1410 hours.

· DynCorp incident update: UN Security received confirmation that three US Nationals, working for DynCorp, were killed in the explosion. According to Hospital officials the death toll is at 10. It was also confirmed that a UNDP female staff member, driving close to the area, was slightly injured by piece of glass.  
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
