Incident report: ANSO ER 04_169 12-10 1700 Kunar Kunar Province, Nurgal-Chawkay  district, 45 to 47 km from Jalalabad on the JAA Assadabad road.

Location: Eastern region, Kunar Province, Nurgal-Chawkay district, 45 to 47 km from Jalalabad on the JAA Assadabad road.

Incident type: Kidnapping/Murder.

Date/Time:  15 December, early morning.

Report status: Confirmed.

Information: Updating the last incident report related to the kidnapping of a Turkish Engineer and the two Afghan nationals. It was reported by a reliable source and confirmed through the NSD office based in JAA that the CF/ ANA have conducted a military operation in Assadabad looking for the three kidnapped individuals. In which as result early this morning the two Afghan (Driver and an interpreter) were safely released. CF and ANA Forces blocked all routes going out of Assadabad. It was then reported that CF/ANA located and pursued the perpetrators which was the right direction. The Turkish Engineer was then killed and left on the road. 

Casualties: 1 killed

Arrest: N/A

Assessment: The area where the kidnap was conducted has always been seen as a high-risk area, the kidnap threat is nothing new and such incidents were expected. Up to now it's quite difficult to determine the motivations behind this abduction whether it's politically motivated or only linked to criminality.

Advisory: ANSO ER strongly recommends all aid agencies to suspend their operations in Kunar for the time being due to retaliatory operations that may be conducted.
