Information:       It was reported by a media source and confirmed through an International reporting source as well as the ANP that a female candidate for the parliamentary elections was attacked by a group of 10 to 12 AGEs wearing ANA type uniforms. As a result of the attack the candidate received 3 to 4 shots and was later shifted to a CF base in Mano Gai for medical treatment. She was later on moved to Asadabad hospital. It is also reported that an additional 3 individuals have been kidnapped during the attack, two of which are Afghan journalists. No more details available at this stage.  A Police investigation is ongoing in the area.
Casualties:        A female candidate injured and three others kidnapped
Arrest:              Nil reported 

Assessment:     We have had several similar such incidents reported in the past 2 weeks and this is another good example for NGO staff to limit travel or reduce profile during the election period in some areas. The use of ANA uniforms in the attack is alarming and several reports in the past month have indicated that insurgents have been using ANA or ANP style uniforms during attacks. 

Advisory:           ANSO would advise the NGO community to limit or cease travel to this area due to the number of incidents we have had reported. Should travel be carried out ANSO would strongly recommend the use of extreme low profile procedures at all times.
