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It is widely credited with being one of the most damming accounts of colonial occupation, focussing on the struggle of the Algerian FLN to gain independence from the French, and one of the most insightful portrayals of a resistance movement. If you need any more persuasion, it was the film they showed to George W. Bush to try to explain to him why the Iraqis were sending his troops home in body bags.
