                               Re. Anselme Noumbiwa, a Cameroon national due to be forcibly removed from the UK on Monday 14th July 2008 at 20:00hrs on Kenya Airways Flight KQ101 to Nairobi and onward to Douala, Cameroon.
I urge you to refuse to cooperate in the forced removal of Mr. Anselme Noumbiwa.

You will be carrying a man who is a victim of torture and heinous practices. He receives counselling from the Medical Foundation for the Care of Victims of Torture. Anselme has been persecuted for his Christian beliefs, which prevented him from accepting polygamy when he was chosen as tribal chief. As a result he was tortured. The Home Office assert that Anselme can live safely in Cameroon because the police will offer him protection. However, this is dismissed in evidence from Amnesty International and a human rights lawyer in Cameroon.

Indeed, the police had accompanied those tribal members searching for him.

Anselme has now gathered overwhelming evidence to back up his asylum claim and an application will be lodged in the European Court of Human Rights sometime today Monday 14th July. 

A lawyer has stated that Anselme has been treated appallingly by the asylum system.
Medical Foundation staff have stated that if Anselme cannot be given protection in the UK with the overwhelming evidence he has, nobody can be protected.
We have witnessed the principled withdrawal of a number of airline companies who are not prepared to sully their reputation by co-operating with the Home Office in the shameful practice of forced removal of vulnerable human beings. 

Excel Airways have cancelled their contract with the Home Office to carry out forced deportations and Virgin Nigeria have also stated they will not carry a deportee after a huge public outcry.


I ask that you do not assist in the removal of this man of courage and dignity who is in a state of great fear. To remove him will be at travesty of justice. His friends, fellow Christians and those of no faith but who strive for the good of others urge you to refuse.

It is not acceptable for Kenya Airways to call themselves 'the pride of Africa' and participate in the forced removal of refused persons seeking asylum from the UK
Please do not carry out the UK’s enforcement policies, No more deportations to Cameroon by Kenya Airways !
