MOVE 9 

FILM & DISCUSSION
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MOVE is a radical black collective based in Philadelphia, a group who advocate a 'back-to-nature' lifestyle and preach against technology. The MOVE 9 have been in prison since 1978, following a police attack on their home. In 1985 the US government dropped a bomb on it, killing 11 people, including 5 babies. The 1978 attack followed years of police brutality against MOVE. The police opened fire and one officer was killed by a single bullet fired from above street level. MOVE were all in the basement, which filled with nearly six feet of water from water cannons. Adults bringing their children out to safety were brutally beaten before the cameras and arrested.

Nine of MOVE were charged with murder for the death of Officer James Ramp. Within a few hours of their arrest, their home was demolished by city officials who were legally obligated to preserve all evidence. The judge convicted all nine of third degree murder (while admitting that he didn't have "the faintest idea" who killed Ramp) and sentenced each of them to 30-100 years in prison.

The eight surviving prisoners are due for parole this year after 30 years in prison. However five have recently been denied parole because they have not shown remorse for their alleged ‘crime’ and the remaining parole interviews have been postponed indefinitely.
