I am familiar with the case of Hermine Kaldjob, currently detained with removal directions set for Saturday 17th January 2009 on British Airways Flight BA302 from Heathrow Airport at 6.15a.m. to Paris, then on to Yaoundé, Cameroon. Hermine was heavily involved with the SCNC (Southern Cameroons National Council), a self-determination political group frequently persecuted by the established government. Her husband disappeared before she fled Cameroon and is believed to have died whilst held in detention. Hermine herself was detained and tortured by government law-enforcers. 
Hermine claimed asylum in the UK on 23rd November 2007. Her claim was refused, and her support withdrawn in July 2008. However, she has now undergone a medical examination at the Helen Bamber Foundation, which confirms that she is a victim of torture. Her solicitor has been preparing a fresh claim, which she will now be immediately submitting. In view of this, I hope that you will rescind the removal order, so that the evidence can be fully examined and a potentially life-threatening situation averted.
Hermine is an honest, hard working and skilled individual, who ran her own business in Cameroon. She is an active volunteer for charity, and is very popular amongst those who know her. Those who have looked at her case all agree she is an obvious candidate for refugee status in the UK, and I urge you to allow her to present her fresh evidence to prove the veracity of her asylum claim.
