If you wish to make representations about or objections to the making of the Order you should send the grounds for your objection to, or support for the Order, in writing, to the City Solicitor, Municipal Buildings, Dale Street, Liverpool, L2 2DH not later than 10th July 2009. Please state the grounds on which they are made.   

If no such representations or objections are duly made, or if any so made are withdrawn, Liverpool City Council will proceed to make the Order.

Once an Order has been made any person who wishes to question the validity of the Order or any provision contained in it, on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Highways Act 1980 as amended, or on the ground that any requirement of the Act, as amended, or any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the Order, he or she may within six weeks from the date of the Order make an application to the High Court under Section 129D of the Act.

PASSAGEWAY LEADING FROM ALTCROSS ROAD TO A FOOTPATH LEADING INTO AND THROUGH CROXTETH COUNTRY PARK GATING ORDER 2009

This Order is made by Liverpool City Council (“the authority”) under Section 129A of the Highways Act 1980 because it appears to the authority that a Gating Order would be beneficial for tackling crime and anti-social behaviour in the Croxteth area of Liverpool.

BY THIS ORDER:

1. The public right of way over the passageway leading from Altcross Road to a footpath leading into and through Croxteth Country Park commencing at a point in line with the north-western boundary of the Electricity Sub-Station on Altcross Road and extending in a south-easterly direction, at the rear of the properties numbered 2-30 (even numbers only) Cubert Road, to a point approximately 1.42 metres south-east of the south-eastern boundary of the property numbered 28 Cubert Road in the City of Liverpool will be restricted at all times by the erection of a barrier at:-

(a) a point in line with the north-western boundary of the Electricity Sub-Station on Altcross Road; and

(b) a point approximately 1.42 metres south-east of the south-eastern boundary of the property numbered 28 Cubert Road

      as shown by thick black lines on the attached plan numbered LS 51052A.

2. The authority are satisfied that:

(a) premises adjoining or adjacent to the passageway are affected by crime and/or anti-social behaviour;

(b) the existence of the passageway is facilitating the persistent commission of criminal offences and/or anti-social behaviour; and 

(c) it is in all circumstances expedient to make this Order for the purposes of reducing crime and/or anti-social behaviour.

3. The alternative route for pedestrians will be via Altcross Road, Stonebridge Lane, Croxteth Hall Lane, Oak Lane North and the footpath leading from Oak Lane North into and through Croxteth Country Park and vice versa as shown on the attached plan numbered LS 51052B.

4. Nothing in Article 1 of this Order shall apply to:

(a) the occupiers of the properties numbered 98 Altcross Road, 2-30 (even numbers only) Cubert Road and 31-47 (odd numbers only) Riviera Drive;

(b) persons using the highway in connection with the laying, erection, inspection, maintenance, alteration, repair, renewal or removal in or near to the passageway of any sewer, main, pipe, conduit, wire, cable or other apparatus for the supply of gas, water, electricity or of any telecommunication apparatus as defined in Schedule 2 to the Telecommunications Act 1984;

(c) persons using the highway for police, ambulance or fire brigade purposes;

(d) Council officers on business; and

(e) persons who are recognised by the Council as disabled and by reason of the same are certified by the Council as exempted from the provisions of this Order.

5. The installation, operation and maintenance of the barriers necessary for the purpose of enforcing the restriction referred to in Article 1 of this Order is hereby authorised.
